For example, if you would like to sign up for DenUMail, the agency’s e-newsletter, DenUM will ask you for information such as name and e-mail address. DenUM will use your e-mail address to send the newsletter to you. 

DenUM Use of Information: DenUM treats the information you provide to DenUM as confidential information; it is, accordingly, subject to the agency's security procedures and corporate policies regarding protection and use of confidential information. 

Legal Issues: This is a United States website and is subject to United States law. DenUM will disclose personally identifiable information without your permission when required by law, or in good faith belief that such action is necessary to investigate or protect against harmful activities to DenUM’s guests, visitors, associates, or property (including this site), or to others.
